VOTER PROTECTION ACTIVITIES 

FALL  2006 
 

IF you are a registered Democratic Party1 voter in Doña Ana County, 
here are just some of the ways you can help protect the vote this fall: 

 
• Volunteer to become a poll worker for November 7th: 

 {may not be candidate or spouse, parent, child, brother or sister of one or law 
 enforcement officer} 
 1. Apply at the County Clerk’s Office, Bureau of Elections 
 2. Attend training by the Bureau of Elections  
   [Date(s) in October to be announced] 
 3. Be prepared to be called on Election Day to fill in where and 
   as directed by the Bureau of Elections 
 4. Pay is $150 for 6:00a.m.- ?p.m. (Presiding judges); 
  $100 for 6:00a.m.-about 8:00p.m. (Precinct judges & clerks) 
 

• Volunteer to become a Democratic Party poll challenger for Early Voting: 
  (begins October 10th M-F, 8-5 at County courthouse; begins October 21st Tu-F, 12-8; 
 Sat., 10-6 at satellite locations – ends Sat Nov. 4th 10-6) 
 {May not be candidate, spouse or child (but may be parent or brother or sister) of a 
 candidate or law enforcement officer} 
 1. Provide contact information (below) to Democratic Chair 
 2. Attend training by the Democratic Party [Date(s) in early Oct. TBA] 
 3. Work at least one day a week during early voting 
 

• Volunteer to become a Democratic Party (or candidate or voter turnout 
 organization) poll watcher for Early Voting:  Same as Challengers above, except 
 County Chair may appoint two per precinct; candidates and voter turnout 
 organizations may appoint one per polling place 
 

• Volunteer to become a poll challenger or poll watcher for Election day:  Same as 
 challengers or watchers above, except on November 7th 
 [NOTE:  People who will skip victory party and continue to observe that evening 
 urgently needed!] 

   
• Volunteer to become a county canvas observer: 

 {May not be candidate, spouse, parent or child of one or law  enforcement  officer} 
 1. Provide contact information (below) to Democratic Chair 
 2.  Attend training by the Democratic Party (date(s) TBA) 
 3. Work at least one day a week from Nov. 10 – 17
